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Attorney Egan stated that any municipality can only act as they are authorized to act by statute, by the
Constitution or by what is allowed by special Charters.  

Attorney Egan emphasized that the City is restricted to what can be done under the law.  She stated that
the City can plow private roads because the City adopted ch. 40, 
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Attorney Egan shared the City
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Councilor Gilman further explained that there had been questions surrounding definitions; she suggested
adding the above definitions to the language under Sec. 21-80 (b) Definitions.

At 6:23 p.m., Councilor Gilman officially opened the Committee of the Whole meeting.

Attorney Egan advised the Committee to amend the original recommendation.

Councilor Gilman read the language to amend the original Committee Recommendation; Councilor
Nolan moved the Motion to Amend and Councilor Margiotta offered a seconded.

MOTION TO AMEND:  On a motion by Councilor Nolan, seconded by Councilor Margiotta, the
Ordinances & Administration Committee voted by ROLL CALL 2 in favor, 1 (O
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Private Road Working Group made a presentation to the City Council and that all members were noted
during that City Council meeting.  

Councilor Grow stated that he is of the belief that the proposed language helps to manage expectations of
the public and provides the public with a certain level of understanding.  Councilor Gross stated that he is
pleased that paragraph (e) has been withdrawn.  Councilor Margiotta agreed with the sentiments of
Councilor Grow.   Councilor Worthley questioned if the matter has been properly advertised for the
added definitions.  Attorney Egan stated that this matter has been sufficiently noticed for public hearing as
the definitions are specifically related to the amended sections and does not need to be readvertised to allow
for the added definitions.  

Councilor Grow suggested changing the word

Summary   of   Discussion:   Councilor Gilman stated that the last time the City looked into a conversion
process of private to public roads was in 2014/2015.  She stated that the City needs to get back to the
process of looking at the streets that are in the queue and which ones should be converted, based on use,
width and all the dimensions of the City
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He stated that every single abutter needs to be taken into consideration when reviewing conversion of a
private road to a public way as every property owner has a stake, including driveway placement, lamppost
placement and walls/retaining walls.  

Councilor Nolan requested to continue this matter until the May 15, 2023 O&A meeting to get additional
clarification on temporary repair from the Public Works Director.  There was general discussion about
residents buying a home and not realizing it is on a private road, as well as discussion about subdivision
requirements.  

This matter was continued until May 15, 2023, O&A Committee meeting.
